Member Aid

If you have a modeling problem you are wrestling with, why not 
give me a call or e-mail me in care of Editor Eric and I will try to 
have it answered for you. We are fortunate in having many knowl-
edgeable modelers in the 7th Div. whom we can call on for advice.

In the meantime, here are some modeling tips to "aid" you with 
your projects:

Mike Beltz, motive power guru of the Salmon Arm Club, came up 
with a quick and easy "caddy" for his lubricants. He cleans out a 
tuna or salmon tin and wraps a layer of corrugated cardboard 
around the inside circumference. He carries the lubes in the can to 
prevent spills and leakage and uses the holes in the cardboard to 
hold tooth-picks, cotton swabs and those handy little micro-brushes. 
Thanks for the tip, Mike.

If your pin-vise has a hole in the butt end rather than a swiveling 
ball, try inserting a 2  inch (or so) common nail into the end to 
form a more comfortable hand-piece.

I really enjoyed the May 2006 issue of Scale Rails featuring an arti-
cle by our own John Ostler on curing troublesome track and derail-
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ment problems. John had some great ideas told in an easy-to-read 

format. I did, however, disagree with one of his ideas. He recom-
mends removing crud from wheels by lightly scraping the treads 

with a No. 11 X-acto blade. In my experience, using a screwdriver 
or knife blade for this often results in scratching the treads. The 

scratches then seem to attract crud, resulting in even faster build-up. 
I prefer to use a piece of 1/8 inch square scale lumber (hardwood is 

even better) sharpened to a chisel point. This peels off the junk 
beautifully with no risk of scratching. The point can be re-

sharpened from time to time, using your No. 11 blade.

More tips next time.

Achievement Program Report

Ed Warren, MMR

At the Spring Meet in Vernon over the Easter Weekend, several 
members entered models for judging. Unfortunately I could not 
attend due to family obligations, but the judging was ably per-
formed by Don Forsyth, Bob Gardner and Russ Watson. Both Russ 
and Angus McLellan entered models for merit award judging.
Models are judged on the quality, effort and research in the con-
struction (maximum 40 points), detail (maximum 20 points), con-
formity- i.e. whether the model is an accurate reproduction of the 
prototype, or if freelanced a logical design (maximum 25 points), 
finish and lettering (maximum 25 points), and scratchbuilding- an 
encouragement to fabricate your own parts (maximum 15 points). 
There is a maximum of 125 points and 87 1/2 are needed for a merit 
award.
Russ Watson earned two merit awards for the structures shown 
here.

The sand house is a O scale model based on the D&RGW Durango facility 
with a shortened house and a shortened and widened 'Chama' sand bin and 
sand delivery hose. The sand house is scratchbuilt built from styrene and 
the bin and tower from home cut lumber. The sand reservoir was turned 
from hardwood dowel, with lids, piping and bits scratchbuilt from styrene 
and brass wire. The only commercial parts are 2 hinges, a lamp reflector 
and a barrel and broom inside a partially open door. Notice the beautifully 
done weathering on the sandhouse, where dust and dirt accentuate the tex-
tures of the board and batten siding. The model shows how a prototype 
structure can be modified to meet the needs of your own layout, while still 
retaining that prototype's style to make an outstanding model.

The O scale water tank is 
based on the Colorado & 
Southern Baker tank  It is 
completely scratchbuilt 
with lumber Russ cut 
himself. The only com-
mercial parts are 4 hinges. 
He also used  styrene 
sheet and strip and brass 
wire. Each band tensioner 
is built from 12 individual 
pieces. He used a jig and 
sewing needle to emboss 
the rivet detail into the 
back side of .005" styrene 
sheet for the tensioners 
and the band ends. The 
model is beautifully fin-
ished to show the weath-
ering that occurs in a 
desert environment- the 
silvery grey of the timbers 
and rust streaks from the 
bolts.

To receive the "Master Builder Structures" you must build twelve struc-
tures, of at least six different types. At least one must be a bridge or trestle, 
and at least six must be scratchbuilt. Six must have earned merit awards.
Showing your work at meets, and entering it for merit award judging is a 
great way to improve your skills. You learn from the comments of other 
modellers and the judges and it pushes you to make a better model the next 
time. Over several years, you accumulate enough merit awards to qualify 
for the Master Builder Certificate.
I am happy to talk to members if there are any questions about the NMRA 
Achievement Program. My address is in the executive listing in the Bulle-
tin.
