Then the public show began and continued until
4:00 pm. Thisyear’s public show featured modu-

lar layouts provided by the Campbell River
Model Railroad Club, which was selected as fa-
vourite layout both in the popular vote category
and in the public vote. Also in attendance were the Nettlewood
Railway Company layout, the Mainland Modular Railway Society,
the Chilliwack Model Railroad Club N scale layout and the TraiN
Gang N scale Layout. The Norwest Club displayed the 40 year old
HO scalerailway constructed on a bicycle wheel. This display was
first introduced at the 1965 NMRA National Totemland convention
held in Vancouver. The Toy Train Operators Society was in atten-
dance as was Brian Rudko and his Gn15 Micro Layout. The PGE/
BCR model ers debuted a new and dynamic display relating proto-

type practices and photos and showing how these were integrated
into their respective layout designs.

TWO 7TH DIVISION MEMBERS
EARN MOTIVE POWER CERTIFICATE
At the Annual 7th Division Meet in Burnaby held at the Cameron

Recreation centre November 10 to 12, both Kyle Gardiner and Rene

Gourley had alocomotive judged with enough points for a merit
award. In both casesit was their third Merit Award, and a scratch
built model, meeting the qualifications for the Master Builder Mo-
tive Power.

This category in the Achievement Program requires that you make
models of three engines. One must be scratchbuilt, including the
frame, and commercial castings and wheels can be used. The other
two can be kit bashed. All models must earn at least 87 1/2 out of
125 points, based on the categories of construction methods, details,
paint, amount of scratchbuilding effort, and fidelity- meaning that
the model can be freelanced but it should look like it has a proto-
type somewhere. It must move on the track by some motorized
mechanism. It can be steam, diesel or traction. When you earn more
than 87 1/2 points on amodel, you get a merit Award. Both Rene
and Kyle chose to do it the hard way, modelling steam with all its
linkages and rods. Both have received Merit Awards for other mod-
els over the years, and now have the three necessary for their Mo-
tive Power certificate. Congratulations to both for a tremendous
effort.

Rene Gourley's model is a beautiful ly built HO scale Proto
87 model of Canada Atlantic 4-4-0, built from brass, and
styrene. He cast many of the parts himself, including the
domes. Notice the finely rendered "Russia Iron" boiler jacket
and scratchbuilt tender trucks. Rene spent 4 years re-
searching and building this engine. He received 118 out of a
possible 125 points in Merit Judging for this engine.

Kyle Gardiner's model of CPR Pacific number 2714 is
scratchbuilt from brass with commercial drivers. He used
some commercial castings, but had to modify most to match
the prototype. The model had not reached the paint shop at
the time of judging, but still received 93.5 out of 125 points,

Finally, there is something to report from the Southern Interior.
First, in June Hugh Clark, Doug Campbell and myself made a
weekend railfanning excursion to the Crowsnest Pass area. On the
way we stopped at the Cranbrook Railway Museum to view their
new premises. They have rebuilt an old ballroom from a hotel that
was in Winnipeg. It is exquisite. The passenger cars have been rea-
ligned and some are undergoing further restorations. We were
somewhat disappointed however as they presently allow only
guided tours and could not roam freely about the exhibits. We were
advised this situation is to continue for possibly 2 or 3 years as
much work is needed before people could roam freely.

For the rest of the weekend CPR provided us with many trains and a

good variety of motive power from CP, UP, C& NW , SP and CEFX.
Though most were GES and EMD SD90s there were still SD40-2s
to be seen out on the road. There was an ample supply of coal,

grain, potash and mixed trains. It is hard to say just what the crown-
ing event was since there the freight climbing the horseshoe curve
at MacGillvery, the RCP at Lundbreck Falls or the derailment of a
coal train at Frank though it could also have been the steaks and
beer at Blairmore at the end of along hard day.

Now for some really good news. Don Young and Bob Flegel of
Rossland along with a couple of other modellersin Rossland have
formed the Rossland Model Railway Club. They have acquired
some funding and alocation in which to build a modular railway
with scenes that depict Rossland in the 1930s. Construction has
started with atubular steel frame, much as Salmon Arm has done, to
form the basic layout structure. Their track plan isrelatively simple
but designed to capture scenes that Rosslanders will recognize.
Much research is going into duplicating many of the Rossland
landmark buildings. It is expected that the trains will run on code 83
track and be controlled by DCC. No timetable has been given for
the railways first show as they do not want to rush construction but
it will be something to look forward to in the future.
