NMRA CANADA Report

-Don Hillman

Our efforts at the NMRA BOD meeting in Detroit have been successful. We have 
received permission to offer a Rail Pass program for Canadian residents. Pricing and 
method of processing the information are still being worked out with the NMRA HQ 
Office Manager.

The Canadian Rail Pass program will be based on the same conditions and benefits 
as the US program except for the 6 month subscription to Scale Rails. The following 
conditions and restrictions will be used for the Canadian program:

·  Rail Pass membership will be one time ONLY.
·  Membership will be for a six (6) month period
·  Available to new members and those who have not been NMRA mem-

bers for two years or more
·  Members can vote, attend conventions and participate in contests, but 

cannot hold office and will not receive a new member pack
·  Membership will renew at the regular membership rate that may in-

clude a subscription to Scale Rails.

We were unable to reduce the cost of a Canadian six (6) month Scale Rails subscrip-
tion to economically fit into our goal to offer the Rail Pass at or about the same rate 
as the US program. We were, however, able to negotiate an arrangement to mail at 
least one copy of Scale Rails to any member joining NMRA under the Canadian Rail 
Pass program. We are also trying to work out details where a six (6) month subscrip-
tion to the home region publication will be taken out. The theory here is to make the 
new member aware of the events and activities that are available closer to home.

Once the final pieces to the puzzle are put together, we will publish details on the 
NMRA (Canada) web site that explain the program and tell individuals how to apply 
for the Canadian Rail Pass membership.
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
