Superintendent’s Report

What a great PNR convention! Larry Sebelley and all of the crew did a 
wonderful job. There wasn’t even time to get bored; great clinics running 
simultaneously, a number of layout tours and two great proto tours, One to 
Othello Tunnels, the site of the Quintet tunnels on the abandoned Kettle 
Valley route and a visit to Hells Gate where the construction of the CPR 
caused a landslide which formed Hells Gate. Now they have fish ladders, a 
cable car down to the river and a great interactive centre. The other tour 
was to the West Coast Rail Association in Squamish, BC. This is the home 
of the Royal Hudson 2860, and many other railway interests including a 71/
2 scale railway.

We had a 7th Division Standing Committee meeting where it was deter-
mined there would not be an Interior Spring Meet in 2009 as the PNR Con-
vention next year is in Edmonton Sept 17 – 19. They already have a web 
site www.northernlights2009.ca The Spring Meet in 2010 will be in Salmon 
Arm and 2011 will be in Vernon. 

There was also a PNR BOD meeting and along with the regular reports we 
changed the audit duties away from the treasurer and put it in the hands of 
the president. We don’t want anyone to perceive any conflict. We also 
changed the rotation of the PNR Conventions. A number of years ago the 7 
divisions were put in a hat and that established the rotation. It was felt that 
to go from Boise in the very south of the region to two conventions not 
only in Canada but in the north was not best for the region. Now the rota-
tion will be as follows; 2009 – 6th Div, 2010 – 4th Div, 2011 – 6th Div again 
but for this change in that both Edmonton and Regina wanted the 2009, it is 
expected that Regina will do it in 2011, 2012 tentatively a joint PNR/PCR 
convention held in the 1st Div, 2013 – 3rd Div, 2014 – 2nd Div, 2015 – 7th 
Div (Island, are you listening?), 2015 – 5th Div and 2017 back to the 4th. 
This will rotate the conventions in a better mix of North/mid/South and 
East/West. We also adopted a “participant” tax rather then a percentage 
split for the conventions. The Policy Manual and bylaw changes were dis-
cussed. The bylaw changes will go to the membership in the fall. Also we 
thanked Kevin Oleson out-going president of the PNR and welcomed Jack 
Hamilton as the incoming president

The Burger/Beverage was great on Friday night as everyone was able to 
mingle among the displays and layouts. The Saturday banquet was one of 
the best I have ever had as they had salmon, chicken and a huge very tender 
hip of roast beef (probably Alberta). The guest speaker was Barrie Sanford, 
author of McCulloch’s Wonder, the story of the Kettle Valley as well as 
many other railway books. He gave a very interesting talk on the Kettle 
Valley and presented some excellent slides.

A first ever for a PNR convention was the presentation of a cheque at the 
banquet from the host committee to the PNR treasurer not only with the 
repayment of the $1000.00 advance but included the “participant tax”. This 
year the participant tax was $12.00 for every full registrant and there was 
somewhere around 126 that registered.

It is time for a call for nominations as a ballot will have to go out in the 
Sept/Oct BB. This year it is time to elect a Secretary, Treasurer and Mem-
ber at large for a two year term. Scott Calvert is head of the nomination

Have a great summer and remember there are meets in Victoria; Kamloops 
and Revelstoke Railway Days; and lots of railfanning to do so have lots of 
fun and send Eric pictures.

We’re not receiving many enquiries or requests for “aid” so feel free to e-
mail me c/o Editor Eric, or write, phone or fax me with your modeling 
problems.

Here are a few tips;

To protect your hand from painful stab wounds when using a file, screw an 
electric marette (Marr connector) to the tang o the file.  These come in a 
variety of colours which can be helpful in quickly selecting various files.

Before  discarding burnt-out miniature light bulbs, clip off and save the 
leads.  They make a good source of fine wire.

I have several steel blocks which I find invaluable to hold things down, 
squaring up walls while gluing and many other jobs.  These can often be 
obtained from a steel fabricator’s scrap box and band-sawed to length for a 
reasonable price.  Mine happen to be 2”x2”x1” and 1/2”x1 1/2”x3”.  To get 
blocks with nice square corners, ask for cold-rolled steel.

More tips next time.

Eagle Bay Subdivision - CPR

Eagle Bay Subdivision – Canadian Pacific Railway

The Eagle Bay Subdivision of the Canadian Pacific Railway is a make be-
lieve line which runs along the shoreline of the Shuswap Lake from Revel-
stoke to Kamloops in the 1950’s (Transition period).  It climbs at 2.25% 
grade up to Notch Hill and then turns inland to run to Kamloops.  Due to 
the grade and revenue sources, heavy motive power is required.  In addition 
the Eagle Bay-Deer Creek narrow gauge Hon3 mainline joins up with the 
main CPR line at Notch Hill.  The main revenues of the EBDC are mining 
(colonium) for export to the Orient, logging for the mill at Deer Creek and
 farming (livestock).

CPR Mainline & EBDC Narrow Gauge

This CPR layout is located in a boat garage (25’x14’) and is 9’x22’.  Scen-
ery is approximately 75% complete.  Revelstoke terminal is on one end of 
the lake and Eagle Bay at the other end with the Eagle Mountain range 
(Selkirks) in between.  Within these mountains is Notch Hill with a large 
mine that extracts colonium, a coal-like substance which when refined cre-
ates lubricants, oils and ‘groseline’, a new high-powered fuel for transpor-
tation.

The Eagle Bay Deer Creek narrow gauge also has two mines extracting 
colonium.  This is taken to Notch Hill mine, transferred and then trans-
ported by CPR to the waterfront ore dock at Eagle Bay.  It is then shipped 
by barge downriver to Kamloops for smelting.

The CPR line climbs out of Revelstoke through a helix like the Spiral Tun-
nels (1.8% grade), over a large deck bridge (36” long 17” high), through 
another lare tunnel arriving at Notch Hill where empty ore carts are 
dropped at the mine.  A Shay and Climax do the switching.  Full cars are 
picked up and head down grade through a series of tunnels to the ore dock 
at Eagle Bay, The passenger and freight services continues on to Kamloops 
and points west.

The Eagle Bay Deer Creek Railkroad runs 14”-16” above the CPR main-
line.  It is a large curved dogbone layout with the main terminal at Deer 
Creek (not yet built).  The other end is the townsite of Crystal Springs 
where the sawmill, stockyard and abattoir are located.  Midway through the 
dogbone is Notch Hill where the ore is transferred to the CPR mainline.  
The Hon3 layout consists of the mainline terminal with large locomotive 
facilities (all steam).  The size of the Hon3 layout is slightly larger than the 
CPR mainline but with much more primitive bridges and tunnels and 
higher scenery.

Construction began in early June of 2002

It is hoped that the world demand for colonium will come about soon so 
that groseline will replace gasoline.

Not much happens in our little town, however a railway event of signifi-
cance occurred this morn-
ing, May 14th, 2008 at 7 
am. Rocky Mountaineer 
Vacations (RMV) locomo-
tive RMR 8013 was un-
veiled to display its recent-
ly designated name, "Pride 
Of Quesnel" in honour of 
the city. RMV initiated a 
new train route in May 2006 
- the Rocky Mountaineer 
Discovery Fraser Route - 
from Whistler, BC to Jas-
per, Alberta. The company 
chose Quesnel, BC as the 
overnight stopover 
on the two-day trip. Quesnel 
City Council along with the 
towns businesses and resi-
dents have responded with 
great enthusiasm. RMV 
staff report that customer 
feedback consistently indi-
cates that the people of

NMRA Patent Challenge Update: Real Rail Effects fails to respond
to NMRA DCC-sound patent challenge

The deadline for Real Rail Effects, Ltd. (RRE) to respond to an NMRA patent chal-
lenge has passed, with no response from RRE.

RRE was granted a patent by the United States Patent and Trademark Office 
(USPTO) based upon a claim that the technology for using sound with DCC was 
invented by RRE. The NMRA, with the technical and financial support of a number 
of DCC manufacturers and hobbyists around the world, filed a challenge to the RRE 
patent. 

The NMRA filed the challenge because we believe that the claims in the RRE patent 
application were not supported by the facts. The NMRA was aware that prior art and 
other evidence existed which negated RRE’s patent.  

The NMRA felt that, should it remain in force, the RRE patent posed a threat to 
modelers and manufacturers of DCC equipment because it would both increase the 
costs to modelers and unfairly restrict manufacturers who provide decoders with 
sound. Therefore, the NMRA coordinated an industry- and hobby-wide effort to have 
the patent overturned. The NMRA submitted evidence from a number of sources 
raising substantial questions about the validity of the patent.

On February 11, 2008, the USPTO issued a ruling granting the NMRA's patent re-
examination request.  The examiner stated in the ruling that there was a substantial 
likelihood that a reasonable examiner would consider the prior art important in de-
termining the patentability of the application of RRE. 

After the examiner at the USPTO determined that the position of the NMRA had 
merit and compelled a new analysis of the patent, RRE had two months to respond to 
the re-examination request. The deadline for a response has come and gone, and 
RRE made no reply. The NMRA is now very hopeful that a favorable decision will 
be announced and that the position of the NMRA and its supporters will be vindi-
cated.  

The NMRA considers this a clear triumph for the modeler and the model railroad 
industry. We are proud to have led the challenge team that has made this victory 
possible.
